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Skate deterrent fins are used to protect
hard landscape features such as bluestone
seating walls and retaining walls from
damage by skates and skateboards.

Long fins are designed to suit the wall /
seat dimensions. The choice of fin size
depends upon the width of the area to be
protected. Skate fins are generally placed
at maximum 1000mm centres and at
construction joints wherever possible.

Fins are fabricated from 8mm thick, 316
grade chrome polished stainless steel.
