Gib key and socket
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The seat socket is to be used for all street
furniture that requires subsurface
mounting.

Gib keys should be used in circumstances
where furniture is required to be
removeable and also lockable. Gib keys
are applicable with the stainless steel seat,
bollards and litter bins.

The gib key, socket & base plate are
fabricated from mild steel and then hot dip
galvanised.
