Agenda item 6.1

Establishment of First Nations Committee
Resolved:

1. That Future Melbourne Committee recommends Council:
1.1. Establishes the First Nations Committee (FNC) as an advisory committee of Council and approves the Terms of Reference (TOR) (attachment 2 of the report from management), subject to Clause 2.5 being replaced with the words: ‘The Committee will focus on the work of Council.’

1.2. Authorises an expression of interest process to fill membership positions on the FNC.

1.3. Authorises the Director Aboriginal Melbourne to make any further minor editorial changes to the FNC ToR prior to publication.
1.4. In accordance with the ToR, appoints the Lead of the Aboriginal Melbourne Portfolio as co-Chair of the FNC and the Deputy Lead of the Aboriginal Melbourne Portfolio as a member of the FNC.

1.5. Approves the payment of a sitting fee of $300 per meeting, payable to the nine external members of the FNC per meeting.

Mainstreaming Twilight Trade
Resolved:

1. That the Future Melbourne Committee:
1.1. Endorses the “Student Life in the City” and “Twilight Trading in the City” campaigns and directs that they be supported through marketing and communications via What’s On, and corporate-owned channels such as the Business in Melbourne e-newsletter, assisting retail businesses to understand the opportunities associated with keeping customers engaged in the transition between the day and night-time economy.
1.2. Requests that management pursue improvements to the ways in which data and analysis are shared with retailers.
1.3. Requests that management report back to councillors via a briefing paper with the final report from the Australian Retailers’ Association at the conclusion of the Mainstreaming Twilight Trade project, highlighting areas of opportunity and next steps to support Melbourne’s retail sector.

1.1. Adopts the City of Melbourne Disability Advisory Committee Terms of Reference 2024-2027, including the increase in sitting fees, subject to the following amendments:
1.1.1. the title be changed to 2024 -2027
1.1.2. the eligibility criteria read: “… (9) members have direct personal experience of disability, including parents or carers of disabled people. Three (3) members will be persons without disability from fields such as academia, disability rights, tourism and the business sector with a commitment to universal access and the rights of disabled people.” (p7 of 13)
1.1.3. the third dot point in the ‘Advisory Committee Members’ section read: “sex and gender identity” (p7 of 13) 
1.1.4. incorporate in the ToR the powers of the CEO to appoint and remove Committee members as per the resolution of Council on 29 September 2009.
1.1.5. third dot point under the heading ‘Operation and Working Group Meetings’ shall read: “No additional sitting fees are payable for meetings of any working group.” (p10 of 13)
1.1.6. third paragraph under the heading ‘Council support for Committee members” shall read: “External Committee members may be paid a sitting fee of $300 per meeting they attend.”
1.1.7. replace the sentence under the heading ‘Reporting’ with: “The Committee cannot make decisions binding on Council, but the Councillor Chair and Council officers will convey the Committee’s advice and recommendations to the Council. Council officers may attend Committee meetings and receive advice directly from members.”
1.1.8. update the section on ‘Confidential and sensitive information’ to reflect the current Local Government Act. 
1.2. Notes the appointment of four new Disability Advisory Committee members by the Chief Executive Officer under delegation.
1.3. Authorises the General Manager of Community and City Services to make any further minor editorial changes to the ToR prior to publication
